The crew is working in the cemeteries getting them ready for Memorial Day.  The  Town Office area and Beach are all cleaned up.

Materials have been purchased for East Andover Cemetery water pump.
Sweeping – Plains Rd, Town Square and all major intersections

Sam Hill Road – Work order submitted approx. $8,000 to complete.   The Board signed the work order.
Johnson Lane – Layout process needs to be followed.   The Road may have lapsed to class VI due to lack of town maintenance.   Marj will research the process.   The gates will be taken down per Dave Powers

Lafiosca’s, Maple Street- John Thompson looked at the header stone and rolled the banking down to it when they cleaned Maple Street.   The pipe was moved over four feet to avoid cutting down a maple tree per request of owner.
Forest Warden
Stephen Barton asked the town if they would help support the purchase of a Forestry Truck, F-350 1Ton 4WD and dual wheels.   He would like to have a truck to carry equipment, hand tools, water tanks (10 Indian type backpacks for firefighters) and has 250 gallon reservoir tank too.   It would be a multi-purpose vehicle for the fire department, Forestry and Police Department.   Currently we are using private individuals’ vehicles and insurance coverage is becoming difficult.   Selectwoman Mishcon would like to see if the Fire Dept.  and  Police Dept. would like to go in on the price/expense.   It was suggested to look into any possible grants available.
Tax Collector
Joanna Sumner reported how many outstanding tax payments were left and what arrangements have been made to get the taxes current. There are less than ten taxpayers and they all should be paid up before the next bill.

Selectmen signed letter to give Joanna Sumner and Bonnie Wesley permission to do Town Clerk business.  This was requested by a Department of Motor Vehicles audit.
